South Yorkshire Community Foundation is administering the community grants on behalf of the Newham Barnsley Partnership
In 2008, Barnsley established a partnership with the Principal 2012 Host Borough of Newham. The Newham Barnsley Partnership is a unique approach to delivering a legacy from London 2012 across the UK using the excitement and passion of the Olympic movement to inspire and connect our two communities. 

The main aim of the Newham Barnsley Partnership is to use the values and ideals of the Olympic and Paralympic Games to promote aspiration and achievement amongst the communities of Barnsley, with a particular focus on children and young people. 

BMBC seeks, through the Newham Barnsley Partnership Aspiration and Achievement Fund, to harness the motivation and opportunities provided by the London Olympics and its unique relationship with Newham

	Minimum grant size is £500 and maximum grant size is £2,500.
The total fund available for this funding round is £25,000
There will be one further funding round, for a further £25,000 

You may apply for the second round now, if you wish.
Please read the criteria below carefully before applying.



How to apply:

In the first instance, you should forward an Expression of Interest to South Yorkshire Community Foundation. This should include:



The name of your organisation.



Your name and contact details.



The area with which your project will be concerned.



A brief outline of your event (No more than 300 words) including:





What the event is intended to do




What the benefits will be




Who will benefit from the grant
Project timescales


Projects and events must be completed before the Paralympics end on 10th Sept 2012
Expressions of interest should show clearly how the application meets the criteria and priorities listed:

Criteria – NBP Aspiration and Achievement grants will only fund

· Activities, events or projects that support, celebrate and advance Barnsley’s unique relationship with Newham and the 2012 London Olympic and Paralympic Games
· Activities that allow the people of Barnsley to take part in, and feel part of, the Olympic and Paralympic Games and the Newham Barnsley Partnership
Priorities

· Activities that physically bring the communities of Barnsley and Newham together
· Activities that have a clear and visible Olympic or Paralympic theme 
· Projects aimed at promoting participation in Paralympic and disabled sports

· Events or activities that would otherwise not happen and would not have a link to the Newham Barnsley Partnership or the Olympic and Paralympic movement

· Projects working with children and young people and in particular those from hard to reach and deprived communities

· Projects encouraging people who are underrepresented in the Olympics and Paralympics (for example older men, women and girls) to participate in sport and physical activity

· Projects encouraging aspiration and achievement amongst children and young people

The Olympic ideal is:

The most important thing in the Olympic Games is not to win but to take part, just as the most important thing in life is not the triumph but the struggle. The essential thing is not to have conquered but to have fought well. 

Olympic Values are:

· respect – fair play; knowing one’s own limits; and taking care of one’s health and the environment 

· excellence – how to give the best of oneself, on the field of play or in life; taking part; and progressing according to one’s own objectives 

· friendship – how, through sport, to understand each other despite any differences 

The Paralympic Values are:

· courage 

· determination 

· inspiration 

The Olympic Pillars are:

· Sport

· Environment
· Culture
Who can apply?
· Voluntary and Community Organisations

· Residents Associations

· Community Centres

· Social Enterprises/Community Interest Companies
· Schools and Colleges (please note: activities that are normally part of statutory provision cannot be funded)

· New community groups, including those not yet constituted.

Exclusions - Grants cannot be awarded:

· to individuals;

· to fund trips abroad;

· to commercial organisations
· for events or projects that have already taken place (retrospective funding)

Examples of the type of activities that may be funded

· Barnsley Scouts are organising an Olympic themed camp in Yorkshire for Scouts from both Barnsley and Newham. The event will include Olympic and Paralympic themed activities and social activities for both groups. NBP funding will pay for accommodating the Newham Scouts group
·  Amateur Sports clubs may be attending events at Olympic venues as part of the ‘test event schedule’, organised by the Olympic venues in the run up to the Olympics. NBP funding could pay for transport and accommodation for Barnsley clubs to attend these test events.

Deadlines:
1st Round   Expressions of Interest must reach this office by 1st August 2011. 
2nd Round   Expressions of Interest must reach this office by   9th January 2012. 
Shortlisting will take place soon after the initial deadline. Shortlisted applicants will be invited to submit a more formal application giving a more detailed breakdown of your project including costings; who will carry out the work and what resources it will require. You will also need to send a copy of your signed governing document, a set of recent accounts, a recent bank statement and safeguarding policy (if working with children and young people or vulnerable adults).

Full applications will be prioritised in accordance with the criteria, priorities and exclusions listed and decisions will be made mid October 2011 for the first round of funding, and by end of January 2012 for the second round so bear this in mind for project start dates.
Successful applicants will be encouraged to consider joining the Inspire Programme via www.yorkshire-gold/inspire and obtain the “inspired by London 2012” mark for their project.
