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The Targeted Support Fund scheme is an initiative of the Office of the Third Sector (OTS). The Community Development Foundation (CDF) has been chosen to administer the fund nationally. The South Yorkshire Community Foundation (SYCF) is the local funder for Rotherham and Barnsley. 
Who and what is the Targeted Support Fund for?
The purpose of the Targeted Support Fund is to provide support and help to thousands of voluntary organisations, registered charities, social enterprises and companies limited by guarantee who provide advice, support and skills development where it’s needed most. Grants are for the direct benefit of recession hit communities via organisations that have a proven track record in delivering services. The types of organisations the Targeted Support Fund can fund will:
· Be a third sector organisation.

· Be a registered charity or a company limited by Guarantee
· Be separately constituted and registered, where the constitution verifies the organisation’s financial autonomy.
· Provide key recession focussed services and have appropriate insurance and accreditation to carry out their work.

· Be in a stable and robust financial position

· Have been active in their local community for a minimum of 18 months, with a proven track record in delivering the services funding is requested for.
· Be able to provide their most recent set of accounts approved by an auditor or independent examiner
· Be a registered charity and / or company limited by guarantee.
· Have an evidenced income of no less than £30,000 and no more than £250,000 per annum, averaged over the last three years or the life of the organisation.
· Be connected with and / or meeting the needs of the local community, evidenced as a minimum by being located or having a delivery arm physically in the community they provide, being Rotherham and/ or Barnsley.
The expectation is that grants will primarily fund revenue costs such as:

~ Wages and on-costs (National Insurance, insurances, pension)

~ Associated overheads (rent, telephone, heat and light, materials)

~ Delivery-specific costs (events, marketing, web site and leaflets)

~ Contribution to core costs (this should be explicit in the application)
The Targeted Support Fund cannot be entirely, or in the main, used for capital purchases (e.g. computers, photocopiers, digital projectors, etc). For the purposes of this programme capital costs are defined as being for any single asset that costs more than £1,000 (net of VAT), and that have a life of more than one year.

How much can we apply for and when?

Funds of between £10,000 and £40,000 are available.  Applications are welcomed from 5th May 2009 and must be received by the South Yorkshire Community Foundation by the 29th June 2009.  
Successful applicants will be informed by the end of August 2009 and grants will be given out on 

1st September 2009.   Grants must be spent by 31st March 2010
Who and what cannot be funded?

· National Organisations
· Regional or local offices of a national organisation where they receive core funding from a national body to which they are affiliated. 
· Statutory organisations such as Local Authorities, Schools, the Police, Primary Care Trusts
· Arms length public sector organisations that are controlled wholly or in part by, for example, a Local Authority, a Primary Care Trust or agencies of these.
· Unregistered charities.
· Activities that promote political or religious beliefs. Groups that are based in a religious building can apply, providing the activity / project is open to all people in the community.
· Retrospective funding – this includes activities that have already taken place or repayment of money that you have already spent.
· Any purely social, cultural or leisure organisations, as evidenced in their constitutions.

· Any party political activity.

· Any purely commercial ventures.

· Individuals.

· Organisations that operate for the sole benefit or relief of animals or plants.  

· The provision of services to asylum seekers when those services are inconsistent with immigration laws or Home Office policy.

How to apply?

· For the Targeted Support Fund, you need to complete a Targeted Support Fund form, available from The Foundation website www.sycf.org.uk.  You can also request this form from us by e-mail at grants@sycf.org.uk or by telephone on 0114 242 4294.
· All applicants need to provide the following information:

· A copy of the organisation’s signed Constitution or Rules.

· A signed copy of the organisation’s most recent audited accounts. 

· A photograph of your organisation capturing service delivery.
· Copies of your organisation’s accreditation for the services that they provide.

· Evidence of your organisation’s name provided on a recent bank statement. 

· You may also need to supply some of the following supporting documents:

· Policies and procedures for working with young / vulnerable people such as a Child Protection Policy (if working with children under 19 years old) or Vulnerable People Policy
· Quotes (at least two) for equipment or services that you will have to purchase to run your activity / project (printed quotes, not links to websites) and/or supporting evidence for wages/overheads.
· If your application is for equipment purchases you may need to provide copies of relevant insurances.

· If your organisation’s activities or the specific project / event require Public Liability Insurance and professional indemnity insurance we may need to see a copy of insurance policies.
What happens when you apply?

When we receive your application:

· The Foundation staff will check to ensure that it meets the eligibility criteria for the Targeted Support Fund. If we have any queries we will contact you either by telephone, e-mail or in writing.

· All applications are assessed by a panel of independent volunteers and this may involve a visit to your organisation.

· The Foundation may award a grant dependent on certain conditions (conditional offer) – in this case the payment will be sent once you have met / agreed to these conditions.
If your application is successful:

· Your grant will have to be spent strictly within the timescales as stated on the Targeted Support Fund application form. i.e. 31/3/2010
· You will receive a monitoring form which must be returned to the Foundation within six weeks of the end of the project.  
· You may be contacted once a grant has been awarded, to arrange a visit to evaluate and audit your spending of the grant.
· You will be expected to include the Foundation in any publicity that your group arranges and give permission for the CDF and/or OTS to use any info provided for publicity.
